By understanding the importance of being brave and courageous, we too can learn to 
grow in strength and confidence. 
 
At Seva School, we wholeheartedly believe learning should not be restricted to the classroom. We encourage our 
students to be brave, and have the courage and confidence to try new and challenging activities outside of the 
curriculum and develop into more all rounded, well balanced individuals. 
 
As the school continues to grow, so do the number of extra-curriculum activities on offer via our own PE Lead 
and external agencies, providing students of all key stages with opportunities to take part in. Our Year 4, 7 and 9 
football team’s are proving a success.
